Outstanding Items/Actions

Non-Uniformed New Business
Rob Gee (Regional Commissioner) and Lindell McConnell:

Asked what is expected from Branch and Region.  Concerned about declining membership in last 10 years. Look at people who have not re-registered.  (See handout).  Aim for 20% resignations. Recruitment not a problem, but rather losing them, and it is dependant upon the quality of the program.  It was suggested that one of the contributing factors was the declining number of youth in the area as our school population has declined.
