Fabric Patterning - Sheila Virgo

Learn how to put a pattern on fabric using procion MX dyes, paints and pigments. Using everyday objects and simple methods,  learn  stamping, rubbing, printing and other ways of patterning fabric.

Materials fee of $20 will include all dyes, paints,  pigments  and chemicals needed and the use of the tutor’s materials.

Requirements:

· Fabric – cotton, rayon, linen, silk (no polyester, nylon or wool)  You will need 2 – 4 metres, can use old cotton sheets . Fabric must be prepared for dyeing (PFD) by washing with a little gentle detergent – synthrapol/dishwashing liquid plus soda ash/washing soda (do NOT use laundry detergent). It can be done in the washing machine. Test fabric with a drop of water onto the dry fabric – if it soaks in the fabric is OK, if it sits on the surface it needs washing.  Can bring some previously dyed or commercially printed fabric as long as it is pale colours.

· Latex gloves

· Plastic bags

· Sheet of plastic and old sheeting for table top

· Old newspapers

· 2 old towels

· bucket, ice cream containers and small plastic (eg. Yoghurt) containers for dyes

· plastic spoons

· brushes 2-5 cm, foam is OK

· brayer – if you have one are are willing to buy one (at art shops) – not essential

· flat object for sun dyeing – eg. buttons, washers, lids, leaves, feathers etc

· any household object which will make a pattern eg. bubble wrap, potato masher, netting from veg. bags, shells etc. DON’T buy anything as I will bring a selection.

· Protective clothing – apron or old shirt

August 8
Designer Yarn - Jane Gardiner

What would you like to spin? This workshop covers various methods of core spinning to produce yarns such as boucles and wraps through to controlling the weight of a single, blending fibres and incorporating various slubs in your fibre.

Silks, wool, kid or any other fibre can be used.

A number of carding machines will be available; however hand cards can achieve the same outcomes.

Requirements:

August 22   Shibori - Cathy Moon 
Create unique shibori design scarves using microwave for dying.  We will use silk scarf lengths and apply stitched, wrapped and arashi shibori techniques to produce individual designs.

Acid dyes will be used for dyeing.

August 28 and 29    Weaving, Refreshing and Beginning - Ursula Stehle

Learn how to warp, dress and weave on a multi-shaft loom.This workshop will lead you through winding your first warp, beaming your loom, threading, sleying and weaving. At the end you will go home with your own woven piece of fabric! Bring your own loom or use one from the guild. 

This workshop is just an introduction into weaving and there is plenty to be learnt afterwards. The two days is therefore also open for participants who have already attended a beginning workshop before and need a refresher or a step further. 

Workshop has limit to 8 participants.

Requirements:
· For your first piece of weaving, we are going to use a 4 ply cotton. Available at Spotlight or other sewing shops (sometimes even Crazy Clarks or Warehouse has it). You need 2 colours of 4 ply cotton, 2 balls each.

· Equipment (warping board, table loom, reed) will be supplied by QSWFA.

· However, if you have purchased your own gear and would like to use it, please don’t hesitate to bring it along. It is a good way to learn how to use it properly.

· You also need a measuring tape, pins and a pair of scissors.

September 11/12  and October 9 3 day Advanced Felting - Working with Fabrics, Fibres and Stitch - Phillipa Rooke

This workshop will be an investigation into creating new textile fabrics.  We will look at using fabrics of varying weights and densities to create subtle and interesting textures on the surface of fine felts, and use stitch to enhance design  and add more dense fabrics to build on the design.  The textiles created may then be combined to form a coat or skirt or wall hanging as desired.

Requirements:-

· 3m x 1.2m bubble wrap

· 1m x 1m bubble wrap

· 1.2m broomstick sized dowel

· 2.75m polyester voile

· 1m polyester voile 

· several old towels

· sprinkle bottle (can be a milk bottle with FINE holes in lid)

· Fancy sewing threads

September 26th   "First Steps in Freeforming" (knitting or crochet)  -Prudence Mapstone

Free up your knitting and/or crocheting skills while learning to create multi-directional and seemingly random patches that can become the building blocks for wearable art garments or unique home furnishings...

Requirements:

· at least 15 different yarns, in colours that will go well together. Freeform knitting and/or crochet is a great way to use up all those small spinning experiments that have not yet found a home, but don't be afraid to combine them with commercially-made yarns as well.  You can combine different weights and fibre contents, and while textured and unusual yarns are fantastic for freeforming, be sure to bring along a few plainer yarns too, and try to include some thick and some much thinner yarns in your selection.

· a range knitting needles and crochet hooks (approximately in the 3.5mm to 5.00mm range)

· a pair of scissors
About your tutor prudence mapstone 

Prudence’s unique way of blending two traditional crafts whilst often using upwards of 100 different yarns in the fabric for a single garment enables her to produce richly textured wearable-art pieces that still retain all of the flexibility, drape and fit of traditional knitwear.  She has developed many techniques that make it possible to combine very diverse weights, gauges and yarn types, so that she can create the colour palettes and tactile fabrics she desires.  

Over the past seven years she has shared her knowledge at many different shows and workshops in the UK, Denmark, New Zealand, Bermuda, Singapore, Canada and the USA, where she also once filmed an episode about some of her handbag-making techniques for a crafts program on American cable TV.

She loves colour and texture, and often just takes her inspiration from the wide range of interesting threads she chooses for each individual garment, working each yarn in a way that she feels will best add to the organic quality of the fabric she is creating. 

In her workshops you can learn how easy it is to combine the age-old crafts of knitting and crochet together in the one design, discover just which stitches and techniques work best in particular situations, and find out how you can eventually join all of your freeform experiments together to create your own totally unique works of textile art.  Freeform fabrics can be made to fit any size or shape of pattern, and could eventually become your own personal wearable art garment, one-of-a-kind accessory or unique home furnishing.

October  10 (Day 1)  and November 14 (Day 2)      Weaving a Scarf - Ursula Stehle

Let's weave a fancy scarf! Learn how to weave a scarf with all the beautiful fancy yarns from the shops. Bring your Chenille, mohair, bouclés, silk, Fur, soft merino or other hairy yarns with you. First day I will show you how to design, calculate and warp such a delicious scarf. We will also discuss what reaction and shrinkage you can expect with different materials. On the second day, we will dress the loom and weave the scarf and you should be able to go home with your beautiful piece. This workshop is a perfect follow up on the beginning weaving workshop. It is designed for beginners and/or weavers, who need some confidence in their ability to dress a loom.

Requirements
· Table loom 4 shafts or more, at least 40cm wide

· No. 8 Reed! Very important.

· Warping board and everything you need to wind your warp

· All the weaving accessories you need for weaving. (Shuttle, bobbins, a pair of scissors, magnifying glass, measure tape in cm and inch, pins....) 

· Ruler 

· Calculator

· Note book and pencil

· Sticky tape

· All sorts of fancy yarns, Bouclés, Chenille, Fur yarn, hairy yarns, Mohair, Wool, thick, thins, colourful. Anything really. The more variation you have as more colourful and exclusive your work is going to be.

· Material for weaving will be provided. It will be the Tussah-silk yarn Nm 2/20 and I will bring the whole colour range to choose from. You won't have to buy a whole skein, you pay what you use! Cost for weft approx. AU$ 20.- incl. GST + cost of warping material if you used any. Or of course you can use your own weft material! I will certainly also bring the whole box of bits and pieces of yarns like Chenille and Bouclés to buy from if desired.
